CHILD DEVELOPMENT HOMEWORK 
YEAR 11 SPRING TERM
January /February
· During this term, students are asked to spend up to 2 hours a week on coursework.
· They should spend up to February half term continuing to observe the child they are studying and carry out research investigations into play. 
· All coursework should be completed by the week after half term, so the work is ready to evaluate and then hand in the completed study by March 12th.
March
· After coursework is complete, students will begin a comprehensive revision programme. This will consist of  looking back at topics covered and producing powerpoint presentations  to help with a reminder of each topic ,tackling past papers and completing which some workbooks which students have purchased.

YEAR 10 SPRING TERM
January 
· At the beginning of this term, students will spend the first two weeks completing their assignment on THE IMPORTANCE OF BOOKS FOR CHILDREN.
January
· Students will consider the role of TV, DVDs, and computers. Following a class discussion they will put together a short essay which explains how they may be beneficial  to a child’s development but why their use should be controlled.
· Students will have a test on Intellectual Development.
· In Social Development, Following work on the topic of PLAY, students will produce work to illustrate each stage of play giving examples of the types of play which children may get involved with at each stage.
February
· Students will investigate how to choose and use toys safely
· Students will look at how to provide toys and play activities which cost nothing or very little
March
· Emotional Development - Production of a booklet which looks at how to deal with a child’s insecure behaviour.
· Child care options – research into child care facilities in the area. Case studies on choosing child care for children in different situations.
