BASICS
Our school, Allerton Grange, is committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of all its students.  We believe all staff and visitors have an important and unique role to play in child protection.
We believe:

· Schools can contribute to the prevention of abuse

· All students have the right to be protected from harm

· Students need support which matches their individual needs, including those who may have experienced abuse

To fulfil our responsibilities Allerton Grange has put in place the following:-

· A school Child Protection Policy in line with the Education Leeds model policy for Child Protection. (full copies with BSk in Student Care)

· Designated staff  that are fully trained.  Currently these are:

BSk – Brian Skilbeck (Curriculum Leader for SEN – Student Care)

STa – Stacey Taylor (Community Cohesion Manager – Student Care)

RPh – Ruth Phillips (Student Support Centre Leader – Student Care)

CBa – Craig Baker (Deputy Headteacher – Data Office)

JMc – John McCall (Deputy Headteacher – Leadership 2)

· Child Protection guidance booklet issued to all staff.

· “Cause for concern” forms available for designated staff.
· If required “Ongoing Monitoring Forms” are available with designated staff.
REMEMBER – Whilst at Allerton Grange if you have any concerns regarding child protection issues deal with them sensitively and confidentially, but also consult with one of the named designated staff to decide what further action should be taken.
