All Through Schools are schools where education is provided for learners aged between 4 to 18 in one establishment.

Background
All Through schools have flourished in a variety of contexts for many years:

· British Public School System;

· British Schools abroad;

· Some European state systems e.g. Denmark;

· Many examples in New Zealand, Australia and US.

National Picture
· Over 20 LEAs with planned or existing All Through Schools;

· Many more under discussion;

· Many all age academies developing across the country more likely to follow;

· Increasingly common in Scotland.

Advantages of All Through Schools
· A shared educational ethos which supports children/students through school;

· Seemless ‘KS2-3’ progression.  Consistent pastoral care;

· Greater opportunities for parental engagement;

· Coherent support for inclusion/intervention.  Particularly for young people with Special Educational Needs;

· Can provide consistent, focused and personalised education and tackle the ‘dips’ in performance caused by ‘fragmentation’;

· Sharing of staff expertise;

· Smoother progression and continuity of educational experience;

· Economies of scale – more effective use of funding and specialist resources and staff.
