I am writing to give you advance warning that on Monday 27 June we intend to introduce our 2011/2012 timetable.  
This means that all students will move up to their next year group before the start of the new academic year in September+.  
We believe that this will have a positive impact on learning for all of our students, ensure a focused end to the school year and a more effective start to the new school year in September.  At the same time, we will move daily registration/tutor time to the beginning of the school day (8.50 – 9.10 am).  It is imperative, therefore, that students arrive on time to school in order to be marked present and take part in the tutorial session.
After the half term holiday, we will again focus on ensuring that our students wear full school uniform.  Some of you will already have been contacted regarding this matter as a result of our recent spot checks.  We feel it is very important for our students to maintain high standards of dress.  A continuing concern is the interpretation that some of our female students are making as to what is a black trouser.  Our school definition is a black tailored trouser – 
not
 leggings, jeggings, jeans, skinny fit trousers or harem pants.  Girls can opt to wear a black skirt but this must be of a reasonable length.  School blouses should be worn with no more than the first button undone and all students should be in 
plain
 black footwear.
Our Dress Code must reflect that we are a large comprehensive school.  It would be regrettable if a small minority of students lose any learning time because they are not in the correct uniform but that is inevitable if they choose to ignore our Dress Code.
I hope that you and your family have an enjoyable half term break.
