Geographers are continually dealing with the real world and the problems people face on a global scale- acid rain, famine, earthquakes, hurricanes, volcanic eruptions but also on a local scale- homelessness, river pollution or trafﬁc congestion.

Geographers seek explanations for the patterns they see throughout the world. Learning to ‘see geographically’ means grasping an ever-changing world; getting to the heart of 
environmental and human problems; gaining a greater awareness of aspects of human life other than the physical and material, such as quality of life.
