Ask yourself the following questions:
You need to be prepared to investigate issues and discuss your conclusions. You need to express your ideas in writing and in a logical, well argued way. This will involve reading, selection of evidence, and a mature organisation of yourself and your work. You will ideally, need to read around the subject and broaden your depth of knowledge.



A NEW COURSE!!
The course is arranged into three parts covering Britain, Europe and the World. The European part is then Russia and the USSR.  The World study covers a personal study of Civil Rights in the USA.
We study the huge changes affecting the nations, and how the countries cope with these. All have to deal with changing societies that brought about industrialisation, changing populations, and the strains they bring about in politics, wealth, and the population’s demands for power.

Entry Requirements
A Level History- a B grade in History GCSE is preferred or a B grade in English Language, if History has not been studied before. Pupils with a C grade will be considered on an individual basis with the CL's approval. (We usually do this on a trial basis and review the situation after the first half term)

Russia: we cover the end of Tsarist rule and the development of Soviet Russia, then the development and end of the USSR to 1990.
Britain: we cover the important personalities and governments that helped shape the government of modern Britain.
Personal study: an investigation is made into the role of violent protest versus peaceful reform in the 1960’s American Civil Rights movement.
Germany: the huge recent issue of a divided West and East Germany and its unification in 1991.
