
Ask yourself the following questions:

· Am I interested in working with people who need help and support?
· Am I good at meeting deadlines?
· Do I prefer doing coursework to taking exams?

There are eight core units plus four specialist units.
You will also have to complete work experience in at least two Health or Social Care settings. You will be timetabled with one day per week of work experience.
Entry Requirements
You should have a broad education including, for example, four GCSEs graded C or above. Also, if you studied it, a Merit grade for BTEC Level 2 Health & Social Care. In addition, you should have the necessary interest and commitment to succeed in achieving the qualification.

Additional Information
The BTEC level 3 National Diploma in Health and Social Care has the equivalence of two GCE A Levels.
Choosing to study for a BTEC Level 3 Health & Social Care qualification is a great decision to make for lots of reasons. It is an area to work in which gives many varied opportunities for you to make a difference to people’s lives in a positive way. At the same time you are gaining skills that you can transfer to other professions later. 
As the BTEC Level 3 is a vocational or work-related qualification you will have the opportunity to gain specific knowledge, understanding and skills that are relevant to this area of work.

Each unit is assessed by coursework which is completed through assignments throughout the course. This work is marked by your teacher. Each unit will be graded as Pass, Merit or Distinction. There are no external exams.

A BTEC Level 3 National Diploma in Health and Social Care is designed to provide progression to a university degree as it gives you UCAS points for university applications. 
With the international recognition of BTEC courses such as this, you can progress straight into employment. If successful there are a variety of potential careers that you can explore, all of which will benefit from your studies, for example: care worker, health care assistant or occupational health nurse.
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
