Ask yourself the following questions:
· Am I interested in the effect which the Media has on so many aspects of our lives?
· Do I want to learn how to analyse and create media texts across a variety of different platforms?
· Am I able to explore ideas and critical debates on paper and through contributing to class room discussion?
· Am I prepared for the extra work which I’ll need to put in to the coursework productions?


Over the two years of A Level Media Studies you will learn to use the tools to decode and analyse the contemporary media landscape. You will acquire and develop the practical skills to create and produce media texts on video, in print and on the web.

Entry Requirements
In most cases we would expect our students to have a minimum grade B in English Language as there is a lot of specialist terminology which you will need to learn to use.
We will consider students who have attained grade C in English language on an individual basis.

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AS Level
MEST 1 Investigating Media
Using independent and whole class case studies you will learn the full range of media theory and current critical debate. Your knowledge of these will be examined through a written paper analysing unseen texts and writing longer essay answers on your case studies.
MEST 2 Creating Media
Responding to a choice of three briefs you will create two media texts on different platforms and plan and analyse a third. You may choose to work in two of the following: film/video, print or e-media.
A2 Level
MEST 3 Critical Perspectives
You will continue to study the contemporary media landscape and examine issues such as Representation and the Impact of New/Digital Media. Examined by written paper.
MEST 4 Research and Production
You will research a topic or area of your choice and produce a media text in response to this.
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For both the AS and A2 courses of study, there are two units. One unit is practical coursework while the other is academic study examined by written paper.

Each unit or module is worth 50% of the marks for that year’s study.













Students completing an A Level in Media Studies have a number of routes open to them as a result:

Higher Education: the majority of former Allerton Grange media students have gone on to study the subject in some form at degree level. Course options that our previous A Level students have gone on to follow have included:
· Media and Film
· Film and Television Production
· Fashion Journalism
· Media, Film and Photography

Career: a qualification in Media Studies can lead to a career working in the Media Industry.

A former Allerton Grange student now runs his own independent company making documentary films. His work is regularly broadcast on BBC television.
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
