Year 1: 
You will have the chance to research and develop an understanding of everyday political and social issues which affect all of us,.
These include
· Contemporary Society
· Environment and citizenship
· The Working World
· The International Context.
· You will study Panjabi texts, develop your reading comprehension and translation skills  and keep improving your linguistic skills
Year 2: 
· You will read and study British – Panjabi Short Stories and Panjabi Novels.
· You will make a  socio-economic study of Punjab and the Panjabi Community in India and abroad.






Like any other language course, Panjabi A level counts towards your entry qualification for university.



Unit 1: Reading and Writing       100 Marks
Written Paper, 2 hours 30 minutes
100% of total AS marks, 50% of total A level marks
There will be one written paper consisting of reading comprehension, translation into English and writing in Panjabi. There is no coursework component.

Unit 2: Reading and Writing       100 Marks
Written Paper, 3 hours
50% of total A level marks
There will be one written paper consisting of reading comprehension, translation into Panjabi and two essays on topics or texts in Panjabi. There is no coursework component.
