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Summary of content
Year 12
Coursework
Introduction to Literature – you will study a pre-20th century novel and produce an essay on it and a linked text
Creative Reading – you will write a creative response in a style of your choice
Examination
Poetry and Drama – you will study 2 modern poets and 1 modern drama text 
Year 13
Coursework
Period and Genre Study – you will study 2 core texts and 1 partner from different genres and time periods.
Examination
Poetry and drama – you will study 1 Shakespeare play plus a related drama text as well as a selection of poems by a poet from the literary canon.

Additional Information
