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A 2 year course

This course will
Develop your knowledge, understanding and application of the Urdu language
Help you to a better knowledge of the culture and social structure of the Urdu speaking world

Unit 1: You will be expected to give relevant & appropriate information, convey opinions, interact, & respond to a range of questions
Unit 2: You will need to understand &respons to Urdu-language texts & recordings.You will also have to write essays in Urdu.
Unit 3: In unit you will need to show your Urdu-language skills by presenting & taking a clear stance on any issue of your choice. You will be expected to interact effectively with the teacher, defend your views & sustain discussion.
Unit 4: This unit requires you to demonstrate skills in advanced-level Urdu writing (discursive or creative essay) & translation from English to Urdu. You will need to show evidence of independent, advanced-level Urdu language reading & research in a chosen text, play or topic area that links to the culture and/or society of an Urdu-speaking community.



		
As with any other language A level, this course will gain you points towards your University entrance.

Unit 1:8-10 minute assessment in two sections.
 Section A requires students to respond to four Edexcel-set questions on a stimulus related to the student has chosen general topic area.
Section B requires the teacher to engage the student in a discussion that, although still relating to the same general topic area and its linked subtopics, moves away from the main focus of the stimulus.
Unit 2: 2 hour 30 minute paper in three sections.
Section A requires students to listen to a range of authentic recorded Urdu-language material and to retrieve and convey information given in the recording by responding to a range of Urdu-language questions. 
Section B requires students to read authentic Urdu-language printed materials and to retrieve and convey information by responding to a range of mainly Urdu-language test types.
Section C requires students to write 200-220 words in the form of a letter, report or article in Urdu based on a short printed Urdu-language stimulus.
Unit 3: 11-13 minute assessment
Students first outline their chosen issue for about one minute, adopting a definite stance towards the issue. They should then defend and justify their opinions for up to four minutes. The teacher will then initiate a spontaneous discussion in which a minimum of two further unpredictable areas of discussion will be covered.
Unit 4: 2 hour 30mins paper in three sections.
Sec A: short translation from English to Urdu.
Sec B: an Urdu-language essay that invite either discursive or creative writing.
Sec C: a research-based essay in Urdu (240-270 words)
