Science Updates

Dear Parent,
We are writing to update you with some key information for Science:
We have recently undergone a set change in Science.  All pupils were reset using data collected from tests done in class.  We feel that it is important we carry out set changes as they allow us to reward pupils who have made improvements and support pupils who are underachieving.  We will monitor students progress and then re-set towards the end of the school year. 
Year 9 is an important year for Science.  Pupils will be choosing their options and many will wish to study GCSE Triple Science (Biology, Chemistry and Physics).  To access the assessment materials, and achieve their potential, students need to have achieved an average of a level 6 throughout the year and also in the final SATS assessment.  If they do not achieve this level they will be better suited to, and more able to achieve with, BTEC Applied Science.
