Dear Parent

As you are aware, on Wednesday this week a number of Allerton Grange students took part in a protest against planned government cuts and increased Higher Education fees.  It has now come to my attention that further action is planned for Tuesday 30 November and that protests may go on indefinitely through December.

Obviously, this has the potential to greatly disrupt learning in school when a significant number of students are working towards January examinations.

I am asking you, therefore, to discuss the situation with your son or daughter and to support us in ensuring that no action is taken in or from school.  Students taking part in protests must leave from home and not from school.

Students taking part in the action against government cuts will be truanting and classed as unauthorised absentees.  The school cannot be held responsible for the safety and behaviour of students if they are not on the school site.

You may wish to discuss with your son or daughter other ways to express their dissatisfaction with the planned government cuts which will not impact on the school and students learning.

Thank you for your continued co-operation in these difficult circumstances.
