Substance Misuse Policy
Allerton Grange School is fully committed to the duty of care and safeguarding of its’ students therefore in any case of a student suspected of being under the influence of an intoxicating substance the following procedures are undertaken:
· Taken to Health Support Officer in Student Care Centre

· A judgement made from 3 members of Substance Abuse team (1 of which from relevant yr group)** as to intoxicated state of student

· Recorded in Substance Abuse log as Red, Amber or Green
Green, not clear but requires monitoring. –

Action - return to class, yr team to monitor within the hour. On 2nd and any further instances recorded raise concerns with parents via telephone
Amber, has admitted having some intoxicating substance but seems to be functioning ok 
Action - withdrawn to re-track, monitored within the hour returned to class if no further concern (Parents informed)
Red, agreed as under the influence of an intoxicating substance. 
Action – Searched by SSPO and appropriate adult. Parents asked to remove student from school under Health and Safety regulations. Return following day for school action sanction, a day in isolation. 2nd occasion leads to Parenting Contract and agreed plan of action 

            -Reporting  to Yr office on arrival
            -Monitoring sheet for attendance in class

            -Report to HSO at end of break and lunch

            -Report to Yr office at the end of the day

            - Access to support for substance abuse

            -Review process agreed at contract meeting according to individual cases

· Any intoxicating substances are found to be recorded in Substance Record log with date and method of disposal. Inclusion Leader to be informed. Any further action taken to be agreed by HT.

· Any alcoholic substance to be washed or flushed away by Substance Abuse Team. Cannabis or other drugs to be held in safe in SCC and disposed of by SSPO within 24 hours 
N.B. Any parental contact must be in conjunction with child protection and family history information held by the school

In any case of a student suspected of being in possession or supplying an illegal substance;

· Student to be withdrawn to yr/key stage offices for further investigation
· Searched by SSPO and appropriate adult 
· In the event of being in possession of a small amount for personal use, follow procedure for Red category for being under the influence
· In the event of sufficient evidence to suggest supplying (amount of illegal substance found and/or equipment and/or substantial amount of money not accounted for, parents to be informed and student excluded from school for a fixed period of 5 days.
· Inclusion Leader and/or HT informed

· Further police action
