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Unit 1; Cognitive Psychology, Developmental Psychology and Research Methods  You will look at memory and models of understanding it as well as attachment theories in early social development. You will put this theory into practice with a range of experiments
Unit 2; Biological Psychology, Social       Psychology and Individual Differences, this unit considers the influence of stress on our lives social influence and abnormality in society
Unit 3; Topics in Psychology, 3 topics from 8 are chosen and studies in-depth;
