 
This course is designed for students with additional learning needs, for whom vocational courses and full time work may not be an option. The course aims to develop students’ life and independent living skills as well as their confidence  and personal qualities. It will give the students time to research different career areas and decide on a suitable future career plan.
It is anticipated that the course will provide students with a clear idea about what they want to do next and support and guidance will be provided throughout the year to ensure that this group move on to a positive destination either in employment, college or training.
The programme manager of the course will work closely with the School Careers Adviser Lorna McDermott to ensure that every student has explored their options in full as well as improved their life skills, key skills and general academic qualifications.


Students will develop their life skills in a supportive environment. They will also take part in a short work/voluntary placement with in the school or locality.
